Trusteeship Committee
on Rhodesia situation:-

- "“End political

repression” call

HE United Nations General Assembly’s Trusteeship Committee
approved, on Monday, a resolution warning against any inde-
pendence declaration for Rhodesia which was not based on univer-

sal suffrage.

The resolution asked the United
Kingdom to use all necessary
means, including military force,
to end political repression . and
bring about constitutional reform
to secure Rhodesian independence
based on majority rule.

Sponsored by 56 African and
Asian States, the resolution as a
whole was approved by a vote of
79 in favour to eight against with
17 abstentions.

This followed rejection of a
Mexican amendment which would
have eliminated the provision for
use of force. The vote on the
amendment was 31 in fovour to
66 against, with 5 abstentions.

In the final vote on the resolu-
tion, the opposing ballots were
cast by Australia, Belgium, Cana-
da, Netherlands, New Zealand,
Portugal, South Africa and the
United States. Abstentions were
mainly from countries of Latin
America, Scandinavia and West-
ern Surope. Britain did not parti-
cipate in the vote in line with her

At U.N. Headquarters, Mr.
Henry Labuisse, UNICEF’S
Executive Director, said the
child-aid fund would accept
the honour, grateful for the
cooperation which had made
it possible for UNICEF to help
in providing medical care,
food and educational opportu-
nity to children in 118 coun-
tries .

Child-aid fund honoured

It was accepted humbly, he
said, with the awareness of
millions of children who were
still suffering from hunger,
disease, malnutrition and igno-
rance. And it was accepted
with confidence that UNICEF
would play an even greater role
in the future in helping pre-
vent suffering and prepare the
young for more constructive

and effective roles in the pe-
aceful development of their
respective countries and of the
world.

UNFICYP Costs

Contributions
from Austria

and Awustralia

ustria and Australia are

making additional volunt-
ary contributions to the costs
of the United Nations Peace-
Keeping Force in Cyprus.

In a letter to Secretary-
General, U Thant, the Perma-
nent Representative of Austria
to the United Nations, Mr.
Kurt Waldheim, said his Go-
vernment was making a vo-
luntary contribution in the
amount of $40,000 to help meet
the costs arising from the
maintenance of the Force
during the period from 26
June through 26 December
1965.

In a letter to the Secretary-
General, the Permanent Re-
presentative of Australia to
the United Nations, Mr. Pa-
trick Shaw, informed U Thant
that his Government was mak-
ing available the sum of
$200,000 to help meet the costs
of . the “Horeey for: the: - six-
month period ending 26 De-
cember 1965.

Mr. Shaw said that Austra-
lia was making this further
voluntary contribution “with-
out prejudice to the Austra-
lian Government's views re-
garding a satisfactory per-
manent solution for the finan-
sing of United Nations peace-
keeping operations.”

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Peace-keeping costs

New Irish
proposals
on finance

Ireland last week urged
the United Nations Gene-
ral Assembly to take action
during its current session on
a formula for authorizing and
financing future peace-keeping
operations when a veto pre-
vents the Security Council
from acting.

Deputy Prime Minister
Frank Aiken spoke for Ireland
as the General Assembly’s
Special Political Committee
opened its debate on the whole
question of U.N. peace-keeping
operations.

He put forward a detailed
plan under which 70 per cent
of the costs of an Assembly
peace-keeping operation would
be shared by those of the five
permanent members of the Se-
curity Council who approved
it. A great Power that did
not approve would not have
to pay.

Indo-Pakistan Conflict

Security
Council

Debate
postponed

HE Security Council post-
poned on Monday last —

r ' 24 hours — a scheduled
meeting on the Indian—Pakistani
conflict. Meanwhile, an additional
report from the Secretary-General,
U Thant, was made public.

In his report, the Secretary-
General indicates that there has
been some improvement in the
observance of the cease-fire
between the two sides, although
local violations continue and
tension is great.

Throughout the past week con-
sultations have been going on
among the Council members on
the draft of a new resolution
designed to reinforce the Council’s
earlier demand for troop with-
drawals by both sides to follow
up the cease-fire.

In a report to the Council last
week, the Secretary-General said
he was informed by the U.N.
Observer group on the spot that
there had been virtually no im-
plementation of the demand for

contention that the United Na-
tions has no competence to inter-
vene in Rhodesian affairs.

Canting Arms

De Pins?

N the early stages of herald-

ry as a system, the prime
rules governing the choice of
charges are not entirely clear,
although feudal connection or de-
pendence must have had a part
to play. Care was taken through
a kind of natural sense of fitness,
that one man’s arms differed suf-
ficiently from those of another.

Some coats of arms have a
pun upon the bearer’s name;
Three golden lion’s heads in a
blue field - Lewenhaupt, the
famous Swedish family and a
golden star in a blue field —
Gyldenstjerne, the now extinct
old Danish family whose name
occurs in Shakespeare’s Hamlet.

Such coats of arms are called
canting arms. Now, strictly speak-
ing it would in many cases be
more correct to talk about
canting names, because in not a
few instances it is the name
which is derived from the device
of the arms, but there are also
examples of coats of arms which
were designed to fit an adopted
name or to illustrate the name of
a place wkich then was used as
a family name.

When in Cyprus we do not
have to go to distant Scandinavia
to find canting arms and refer-
ences to Shakespeare. On the
south side of the Great Mosque,
formerly the cathedral of St.
Sophia in Nicosia there is a small
chapel and on the exterior wall
you will see two shields charged
with pine cones. The pine cone is
in all probability the device of
the famous family of De Pins,
which in the 14th century gave
a Grand Master to the Order of
St. John of Jerusalem.

Shakespeare only mentions “‘a
seaport in Cyprus’’, but the
citadel at Famagusta is always
accepted as the scene of the
tragedy of Othello. It has been

said that the original Othello the

Lieutenant Governor of Cyprus
from 1506—1508, whose name
(moro means both mulberry and
Moor) caused the confusion which
changed him from a Venetian to
a dark-skinned Moor.

The canting arms of the Moro
family was three black mulberries
and the handkerchief “’spotted
with strawberries’” which has an
important réle in Shakespeare’s
play may just be an error for a
handkerchief emblazoned with
the Moro mulberries.

Unfortunately nothing in the
life of Cristoforo Moro resembled
the drama of Othello and later
investigations have led to reject
him and point at a certain Fran-
cesco da Sessa called ‘Il Capi-
tano Moro’ by reason of his dark
complexion.

Why not assume that Shake-
speare used the name and device
of Christoforo Moro and the life
of Francesco da Sessa for his
Othello? — otherwise Heraldry
in Cyprus will suffer a heavy loss
—doubly so as the Moro coat of
arms is not displayed in Cyprus.

New Swedi\sh Bn brings

Soviet and US draft
resolutions submitted

he United States and the

Soviet Union Ilast week
summitted draft resolutions on
the problem of nuclear proli-
feration to the U.N. General
Assembly’s Political Commit-
tee.

The U.S. draft urged that
efforts for a treaty barring a
further spread of nuclear
weapons be given special prio-
rity at a speedily resumed
session of the Geneva Disar-
mament Conference. The 18-
nation conference would also
be asked to seek agreement on

other related steps to halt and
turn back the nuclear arms
race and to report to the As-
sembly at an early date.

The Soviet resolution embod-
ied the essential points of a
draft treaty on non-prolifera-
tion proposed by the U.S.S.R.
and which it described as ab-
solutely airtight. The Soviet
Union told the Committee that
the Assembly should decide
now on the principles of the
treaty, and not transfer the
issue to the Geneva Confe-
rence.
